Brooke saw Dade emerge as the cosmopolitan community it is today—Dbuilding many of
today’s homes and buildings.

He died Thursday at age 77 of lung cancer after a long career as a police officer and then
a skilled carpenter.

“He would do beautiful work and was very proud of it,” said his wife Margaret Brooke.

He was also proud to be part of Dade’s history. His parents were among the early settlers,
arriving here in 1913. His father ran a prison unit. But he died in a dynamite accident on
Halloween in 1924, when he was overseeing work on a canal by a group of convicts.

His death caused hardship on the family, who ultimately took in boarders to support
themselves. The family lost considerable land holdings because they couldn’t afford to pay the
taxes.

Brooke served in the Navy during World War 1. When he returned to Dade, he became
an officer in what is now the Metro-Dade Police Department.

“He was kind of following in his father’s footsteps,” said his daughter Candace Otte of
Tampa.

But, she added, “The pay was low, and he couldn’t live on it.”

So he went to work as a carpenter and often served as foreman on several home and
commercial developments.
